How wonderful for a mother and child to be able to sit next to each other, sing, smile
and hug! How sacred for this moment to happen in our church meeting house on Mother’s Day. | think this should
begin a tradition.

| did notice that attendance was low on May 13th, is this because people traveled to visit their mothers, spent time
at home with the family, are not mothers themselves or because an adult sermon was not part of the service? I'm
interested to know if other UUCF members value this type of service as much as | do. Do you think we should con-
tinue this type of service with low attendance? Is there a way to bring attendance up for what | think is a necessary
part of our worship program? Particular service topics certainly bring different people to church and touch people
who attend in different ways. Please share your input on this topic and other ideas you have to make your worship
experience more meaningful with myself and the program committee, led by Barb Eglinton.

Intergenerational worship services meet a very special need. Beyond giving the family time to bond together within
our UUCF community, within our sacred space; we have a couple families that only come for these, it is also a
great time to bring family that usually doesn’t come or friends to church.

UU worship services vary greatly; participating in a youth led worship service is very different than our traditional
Sunday morning service. We got a taste of youth worship last month when the high school group led the service;
however the true experience happens during a weekend CON. Late each night all the youth and adults are called
together into a designated sacred space. We often enter singing and sit on the floor in a circle. There are often
candles and it is dimly lit. One of the youth lights the chalice, and a few other youth led us in songs, readings and
often some interactive sharing.

Our middle school group had its first overnight last month. | thought an evening worship would be appropriate. |
planned a few things, as | knew our youth hadn't ever planned or been taught how to do “this”. It was so amazing
how the youth each had spontaneous ideas to make it their own. One suggested beginning with the singing bowl,
one suggested drumming, and one led us in a guided meditation. The most amazing thing was their deep respect
for each other and the experience.

The worship service often comes up in discussion during teacher meetings. Our RE class time goes by so fast that
it is often suggested that children don’t go in for the beginning of the worship service, or not stay as long as we do.
We do choose to not come to church once a month and create a totally child centered worship experience. How-
ever, the experience in the meeting house is critical as well. Here is a place where they know what to expect and
that their voice is important. They learn the values of our religion through experience. This familiar routine provides
security to our children.

I love intergenerational services, and look forward to helping to prepare some in the next year...

I hope all of you will choose to attend and give them a chance. | respect they may not be your favorite type of ser-
vice, if you don't have young children- you may not think they are for you and some of you may think you don't like
them. In a church like this you can be sure that your favorite service is not the person in the next pews favorite ser-
vice.

We also
write and make policy based on the discussions. We have a book filled with UUCF policiesfiiceurUn-
fortunately, we have learned that most of our members are not aware of our discasgiolicy decisions.
This article is an effort to start informing the members of UUCF policies.

As a beginning, we chose the software/data policy. And yes, the policy does #mswguestion, “Who
knows how much you pledge?” The policy for software and data is included at the endroclde Bhe an-
swer to who does know how much you pledge is one of the items that is restrictedtiofarrii@de informa-
tion is not available to anyone who asks for it.

As we increase the use of computers in the functioning of our church business, wedhavadaaess
several issues. Who has access? Who can change the information? How do wtherotectmation? And
who fixes software problems? We wrote our software/data policy to address aed dress questions.

Congregational Software/Data Policy
(May, 2007)

Definitions: This policy applies to “congregational software” and the input and output datéatesdeath it.
Congregational software is that software used for the benefit of the @ntigesgation. It is distinguished from
“committee software”; the software that individual UUCF committeesaatidity groups choose to use to sup-
port their functions.

Control of software selection The Executive Board shall approve all choices of congregational software.
Committees and activity groups shall be able to decide, without Executive Bodrdl,cwhat committee soft-
ware they chose to use.

Control of data: Most of the information available from the congregational software shall batdgdo all
members. The Executive Board shall identify what data shall have tes$ulistribution. The Executive Board
shall also identify who has access to specific parts of restricted data.

To ensure data accuracy, very few people shall be allowed to input data, or modlifgldtgd to congrega-
tional software. The Executive Board shall identify who has the right to input ofynaadia.

Technical Support: Recognizing the UUCF Technology committee has limited resources, ibshafiupport
Congregational Software. Committee software will have to be supported by thos#.using

Congregational data shall be backed up by the Office Administrator with the baclaigtattatl at a site other
than UUCF. The back up process shall occur at least twice a month.

Committees are encouraged to take similar action relative to safegutreindata. The Office Administrator
is not available to support committee back up processes.

Sure, | can go to a Middle School Youth Con. How hard can that be? [I'll drive to Fort Wayne, and
while the youth are doing their thing, I'll watch and supervise like most adults do. That was my think-
ing. WOW! My thinking sure did change while | was there. And, | had a great time!

| didn’t know this, but an adult that attends a youth Con is expected to participate in everything that is
planned; games, workshops, worship, elections, meals, and clean up. There where lots of outdoor
games during free time, including Red Rover, ultimate Frisbee, hid and seek, and capture the flag
where a big hit.

The Con was put on by the district youth steering committee (DYSC), a Heartland district committee
made up of adults and youth. This committee helps organizes cons thought-out the district for Middle
School & High School. The Monty PyCon was mostly planned by three teenagers, they organized it,
facilitated the workshops, and set the expectations for the group. Very amazing work by these young
ladies! | attended my first TARR election (Transitional Age Range Representative); this is where a
representative is selected by their peers to be on the DYSC to plan the Middle School Cons.

One of our tasks in this group was also
to come up with something for the Coughy Haus (yes that's how they spelled it!) Was that ever hilari-
ous! | haven’t laughed that hard in years!! My group did a skit about the conference ... and of course
it's where everything goes bad, and then when we’re done with our part of the skit, we needed to fall
on the floor. Little do these youth know ... when you're over 40 ... it's hard to get back up off the
floor! The other UUCF youth were in groups that sang and played instruments; they did a great job
and looked like they had fun doing it.
