English Teacher and Program Coordinator for Transyl vania

Entering its eleventh year, the English instruction program in Transylvania supports English language
teaching for Unitarian ministry students at the Protestant Theological Institute in Cluj/Kolozsvar, Roma-
nia. The program is sponsored and administered by Meadville Lombard Theological School and is par-
tially funded by the Unitarian Universalist Partner Church Council.

Meadville Lombard is seeking a half-time, permanent English Teacher/Coordinator to ensure English
language proficiency among Unitarian ministerial students. S/he will also work with ministerial interns
from North America who will assist in the work.

An ideal candidate will either be a native speaker of English or a non-native speaker who has studied
the language at the highest level possible. This candidate should have several years’ experience
teaching, have excellent communication skills and be able to delegate responsibilities effectively.

The Daytimers, the seniors social group at UUCF, went on an outing for their September meeting. On Thursday, Septem-
ber 20, 14 people carpooled to the Kruse and Muer restaurant on Main Street in Rochester for lunch. | believe most, if
not everyone, ordered seafood which is the specialty of this restaurant. | myself was very pleased with their food, includ-
ing the delicious bread. After lunch we drove one mile south to the Leader Dogs of the Blind in Rochester where around
1:30 p.m. one more Daytimer joined the group making it a total of 15 people, and we saw a video about the work of the
Leader Dogs, and then we were taken on a tour of the facility. The Leader Dogs organization has determined that it cost
about $36,000 to train each leader dog/blind person team. Everything is free of charge to the blind person. While

each blind person is being trained with his dog, he lives at the facility. All of the expenses of the Leader Dog organization
are paid for by donations from Lions Clubs and others who make private donations. No governmental help is re-

ceived. Besides over one hundred employees, Leader Dogs has many hundreds of volunteers who exercise the full-
grown dogs, take care of the puppies who are raised to be leader dogs, and do many other volunteer duties. After

the tour, we visited their gift shop where some of the Daytimers made purchases, with all of the profit going to the Leader
Dogs of the Blind.

Our October meeting will be another outing, this one to the new River Walk along the Detroit River in downtown Detroit. It
will be Thursday, October 18. Everyone who plans to carpool should be at the church at 11:00 p.m. so we can get down-
town fairly early so we miss the rush hour traffic later on as we drive home. If you plan to drive by yourself, take the
Lodge Freeway to the end which will be Jefferson Avenue. Park underneath the street on Jefferson Avenue across from
the City-County Building (Coleman Young Building) in the underground Ford garage. The Daytimers treasury will pay
everyone's parking cost which will be a maximum of $10 per car. We should all meet at the River Walk on or before
12:00 p.m. on the river at Hart Plaza not too far from the tall fountain. Bring your bag lunches and something to

When you are downtown and come upstairs from the underground parking garage, you will be at Hart Plaza. It's just a
short walk to the river and the River Walk. Paul and | checked out the River Walk a few weeks ago, and we found many
places to sit and eat our lunches on the river at Hart Plaza. There are picnic benches, park benches, and also concrete
walls to sit on. We should all be able to eat lunch near each other. Afterwards those who want to take a short walk or a
long walk may do so. If you walk west from the Hart Plaza on the River Walk, it is a half mile to the west end. If you walk
east from the Hart Plaza, the walk is two and a half miles. If you only want to walk a short distance, there are benches
and concrete walls all along the walk. Bathrooms are under Hart Plaza, at the Renaissance Center, and at the different
parks along the River Walk as you walk east. If you use the bathroom under Hart Plaza, | recommend that more than one
person go together.

Be sure to wear warm clothes if it is a cool or cold fall day.

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What is COACH?

Introducing a new and important committee at UUCF: The Committee on the Assessment of
Congregational Health, or COACH for short, was approved at last December's Congregational
meeting as part of by-law changes. The six-member committee is currently made up of Lisa
Hayhow (chair), Marc Bay, Alison Beland, Patrick Laird, Sarah Radke and Leslie Travis. Two
members rotate off each year, replaced by new members selected through the joint efforts of the
Executive Board, Minister and Director of Religious Education.

The COACH replaces the former Committee on the Ministry. The intent was to have the COACH
charged with a broader task: evaluating the health and well-being of the entire church functional-
ity, rather that just the relationship between the church and the minister. This idea is a reflection

of desire to implement current approved Congregational Goal

#2: "Nurture Each Other to be a Church of Friends." The committee meets monthly, frequently
including Alex and Jennifer at their meetings.
